I agree that PEPS is not responsible for those leaders or groups that do not give such notice. I also understand that PEPS cannot predict how often I may be asked to speak. It is up to my discretion whether to accept a request to speak; however, if I frequently turn down requests, I will contact PEPS to update my availability on the speaker’s list.
5. I agree to return speaker request phone calls within 3-4 business days. I understand that multiple failures to respond to requests, and/or multiple cancellations of speaking engagements, may result in my being removed from the speaker’s list.
